4. (A) A Possum Skin Cloak by the Lake (2011)
was an Aboriginal cultural revival project. The cloak
was made through a series of workshops run by
the Aboriginal Reference Group in partnership with
Lake Macquarie City Library and the gallery.

The group making A Possum Skin Cloak by the
Lake decided that all of the pelt designs should
be about ‘water stories’. They are stories either
from the Hunter region or from the artists’ home
countries. This means there are many water
animals and fish featured in the designs on the
cloak.

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(A) Peter Sharp has painted part of a whale skeleton in Old Tom (2005). ‘Old Tom’ was a killer whale,

who with his pack, worked together with local whalemen of Twofold Bay, NSW, until the late 1920s. The Orca
whales would herd the Baleen whales into the bay for the whalemen to capture. Tom’s skeleton is on
exhibition in the Davidson Gallery at the Eden Killer Whale Museum.
