Love boat is symbolic of human relationships. See Saws are 
all about balance and symmetry. Two figures sit back to back. 
Maybe they are not getting on very well today. The movable 
structure resembles a see-saw which emphasises the ups and 
downs experienced in most relationships.

B  �Negative space is the space between shapes when you are 

drawing. We are going to make a vase out of this shape.

C  �Print out or draw a side view of a face. Fold the piece of 
paper in half with the nose pointing at the fold.
